Huw Tom walk from Penmaenmawr to Rowen.

These directions are to be used with map on the Conwy Council walks leaflet.

Walk through the village along Bangor Road, with the sea to your right.

You will come to New York Cottages. This is the start of the walk.

With New York Cottages behind you, take the first left up David's Lane. 

Continue up as the road bears left. 

Stop outside the rows of terraced cottages.  This is Location 1 on the map.

Location 1 to Location 2: Jubilee Path, Foel Lus  SH 731 759
Continue up past the terraced houses.  

Follow a footpath under the quarry conveyor, turning right as you exit the path. 

Go up the road and round to the right, to follow a steep section of Graiglwyd Road.  

As the road levels out take a minute to admire the view.  

Continue along the road for about 600 metres, and turn right up a narrow road, which leads to Graiglwyd Fisheries, just past a right turn, clearly signposted for Graiglwyd Caravan Par). 

Follow the track to the Fisheries, where you will find a path on the right. 

Follow the path round the outside of the reservoir to reach a stile.

Go over the stile and follow the field boundary on your left. 

Go through a kissing gate onto Mountain Lane.  

Turn right and follow the steep lane for 540m, until you arrive at the pillars at the start of Jubilee Walk, a good spot for a sit down.  This is Location 2.
Location 2 to Location 3: Afon Gwrach SH 738 750
With the two pillars and the sea behind you, continue along the track ahead. 

Go past two tracks that turn off to your left. 

You will come to the Huw Tom Walk Stone. 

Follow the two parallel tracks for 50m.  

As the two tracks divide (the left track goes to Ty'n y Fridd Farm) follow the grassy path running between them. 

At the stone wall, go over a stile and follow the broader path to the left down to Afon (river) Gwrach and a prominent footbridge.  This is Location 3.
Location 3 to Location 4: Waen Gyrach SH 740749
From the footbridge, continue along the path, past fields and an old settlement (Waen Gyrach) on your right. 

When you are almost passed Waen Gyrach, the path divides in two. This is Location 4.
Location 4 to Location 5: Tyddyn Grasod SH 744 745
Continue straight ahead up the grassy track shown in the image of Loction 4.  

Walk up over the hill, crossing over a rutted track, before heading down towards Tyddyn Grasod. There are tracks going off to your left and right. This is Location 5. 
On a clear day you can see across the Conwy Valley and down to the Great Orme. 
Location 5 to Location 6: Maen Amor SH743 745
At the crossroads of the two tracks above Tyddyn Grasod, take the vague grassy path that goes off to the right, to skirt around the top of the sheep pens. 

The path joins a track with a drystone wall to its left. 

Follow the track until it straightens out.   
This is Location 6.

Location 6 to Location 7: Caer Bach (Little Fort) SH 745 729
Continue along the track, following it round to  the right, around Caer Bach for about 440m. 

At this point the track will divide in two. Take the less-used track on the left (with the wall to your left) to a stream.  Take care when you cross the stream.  

Looking ahead you are aiming to walk along the dip between the two small hills ahead of you. 

Craig Celynin is the hill to your left.

Walk up the hill with the wall to your right.  

Keep aiming between the two small hills to leave the wall, and pick up a clear track through the gorse at the base of Craig Celynin. 

As the ground levels out the track will again divide in two. 

Take the track on the right and continue ahead for 1.2km.  

The track will become very clear and will follow a drystone wall on your left. When you reach an area where the wall becomes a ruin you are at Location 7.
Location 7 to Location 8: Huw Tom's house SH 740 723
Continue along the track with the ruined stone wall to your left, until you go through a gate, with an old stone stile to the right. 

Continue along the track. After 200m turn left into a field at an old stone gatepost. 

Head towards the ruins of an old house to your right. This is Location 8.
Location 8 to Location 9: The Cromlech SH 740717
Go through a gate in the wall, just above the house ruins.  

You will join a grassy track going right, across and down the Field. You are aiming for a stone stile over the drystone wall ahead.  The stile is part of the wall and may be hard to see. Take care when going over this stile.

You will now be looking at the view shown in image 2. 

From this point the path becomes less clear.  You are aiming for the group of trees circled in image 2, reached by continuing down the hill, following the same line as before, through bracken and old stone walls. 

As you near the trees, cross a stone wall and a ditch before reaching the cromlech and track. 
This is Location 9.
Location 9 to Location 10: Rowen, SH 760719
Turn left to follow the track down, joining onto a steep tarmac road that passes Rowen Youth Hostel and descends into Rowen.  

Bear left at a junction in the village and pass Seion Chapel (open to visitors) and the Ty Gwyn pub. Across the road is a monument commemorating Huw Tom's life.  This is Location 10. 
To finish the walk, continue down through the village and turn left into the car park.
